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The Policy stipulates that the Board 
will be provided periodically with  
a report of the number and nature  
of reports made under the Policy. 

4.3 Conflicts of Interest Policy
TWE has adopted a policy in 
relation to the disclosure and 
management of potential conflicts  
of interest. Employees must not 
engage in activities, hold interests  
or allow themselves to be in situations 
that involve, could potentially involve 
or could be perceived as involving,  
a conflict between their personal 
interests and the interests of TWE, 
without prior disclosure and, where 
appropriate, approval.

Employees are required to declare 
relevant potential conflicts prior to 
starting the activity or, in the case  
of prospective employees, during  
the application and recruitment 
process. Should a potential conflict 
arise, employees must immediately 
disclose this to their manager and  
to the Company Secretary. A register  
of disclosed interests is maintained 
by the Company Secretary and 
reviewed periodically by the Audit 
and Risk Committee.

4.4 Share Trading Policy
In accordance with the prohibition  
in the Corporations Act 2001 in 
relation to insider trading, the 
Company’s Share Trading Policy 
states that all Directors and employees 
are prohibited from trading in the 
Company’s shares if they are in 
possession of ‘inside information’.

Under the Policy, unless they have 
the prior approval of the Company 
Secretary, employees (other than 
Directors and members of the Wine 
Leadership Team) may only trade 
during certain ‘trading windows’: 

•	Directors and members of  
the Wine Leadership Team are 
prohibited from dealing in the 
Company’s shares during ‘black 
out’ periods (which are the periods 
from the close of books to shortly 
after the announcement of the 
full-year or half-year results).

3.3 Director induction  
and ongoing education
New Directors will be provided  
with a comprehensive induction 
program. They will receive a formal 
letter of appointment that sets out 
the key terms and conditions of 
appointment, including duties, rights 
and responsibilities, and the Board’s 
expectations regarding involvement 
with Board Committee work. The 
induction program will include 
meetings with members of the  
Wine Leadership Team and other 
senior executives of the Company, 
and being formally briefed on the 
financial, strategic and operational 
position of the Company (including 
visits to key sites).

The Board is committed to ensuring 
its performance is enhanced by 
providing Non-executive Directors 
with regular briefings on the 
Company’s operations, as well  
as periodic site visits and  
presentations by external  
parties in a range of fields.

Section 4 – Governance 
policies of general application 
throughout the Company
4.1 Code of Conduct
TWE recognises that its reputation 
is one of its most valuable assets, 
founded largely on the ethical 
behaviour of the people who 
represent the Company.

The Board has approved a Code of 
Conduct that sets out the principles 
of ethical behaviour expected to be 
adhered to by all TWE personnel. 
This ethical framework provides the 
foundation for the maintenance and 
enhancement of TWE’s reputation.

TWE’s Code of Conduct commits  
its Directors, employees, contractors 
and consultants to not only comply 
with the law, but to conduct business 
in accordance with the highest ethical 
standards so that, as a global 
supplier of premium alcoholic 
beverages, TWE:

•	demonstrates corporate  
responsibility by encouraging  
the responsible consumption  
of the Company’s products;

•	conducts business with integrity, 
honesty and fairness;

•	values and respects diversity  
in a workplace in which no-one  
is discriminated against on the 
basis of gender, age, race, religion, 
sexual orientation or marital 
status; and

•	observes both the spirit and letter 
of the Company’s legal obligations.

Any breach of the Code of Conduct 
will be treated as a serious matter 
and may give rise to disciplinary 
action, including dismissal.

4.2 Whistleblower Policy
TWE has adopted a Whistleblower 
Policy to promote and support  
its culture of honest and ethical 
behaviour. The Policy encourages 
employees to raise any concerns and 
report instances of unethical, illegal 
or fraudulent behaviour or any other 
matter that may contravene the 
Company’s Code of Conduct  
or policies, or the law. 

The Company is committed to 
absolute confidentiality and fairness 
in relation to all matters raised and 
will support and protect those who 
report violations in good faith. 

The Policy provides that any issues 
may be reported to the employee’s 
immediate supervisor, a Human 
Resources Manager or an external 
Whistleblower Service Provider  
in instances where an employee 
wishes to remain anonymous.  
The Whistleblower Policy provides 
that all reports will be thoroughly 
investigated, and where applicable, 
feedback on the outcome of the 
investigation will be provided  
to the person making the report. 
Any person who makes a report  
will not be discriminated against  
or disadvantaged in their employment 
with the Company by virtue of 
making a report.

Director, External and Internal 
Auditors are invited to attend 
meetings, as required. Other 
executives and advisers are  
also invited to attend meetings  
as appropriate.

Each year the Chief Executive 
Officer and Chief Financial Officer 
must provide a written declaration 
to the Board confirming that the 
Company’s financial records have 
been properly maintained, and that 
the Company’s financial statements 
and notes give a true and fair view 
and comply with the accounting 
standards. This declaration is  
also required to confirm that it is 
founded on a sound system of risk 
management and internal control 
which is operating effectively in  
all material respects in relation  
to financial reporting risks. 

Appointment and rotation  
of the external auditor
The Audit and Risk Committee  
is responsible for reviewing the 
effectiveness and performance  
of the external auditor, which  
is PricewaterhouseCoopers.

It has been agreed with  
PricewaterhouseCoopers that the 
lead audit partner will be changed 
from time to time. 

The lead audit partner will attend 
the Company’s annual general 
meeting and will be available to 
answer shareholder questions about 
the conduct of the audit and the 
preparation and content of the 
auditor’s report. 

Internal audit
The Company’s internal audit 
function monitors the internal 
control framework Company-wide, 
and is independent of the external 
audit function. 

The Audit and Risk Committee 
reviews the effectiveness and 
performance of the informal auditor, 

and Inclusion Policy which has 
particular focus on gender diversity 
across the organisation. TWE’s 
approach to diversity is based on 
fostering a culture of attracting  
and advancing people based on  
merit and maintaining an inclusive 
and flexible workplace. The Company  
is implementing strategies to achieve 
these objectives and over the course 
of the 2012 financial year will 
measure its progress towards 
achieving them.

4.6 Risk management
The Board has approved a Risk and 
Assurance Framework and supporting 
processes to oversee and manage risk.

The Risk and Assurance  
Framework, which is posted on  
the Company’s website, describes  
the risk and assurance systems  
to manage risk and the supporting 
management disciplines in place  
to bring these systems to life. It 
explains the philosophy and structure 
required to recognise business 
improvement opportunities through 
the management of risk. The 
framework is action-oriented  
and requires TWE’s people to  
focus on the right things, prepare 
effective action plans and to be  
held accountable for their actions. 

The framework acknowledges that  
all employees have a role in managing 
risk and in particular they are 
encouraged to report incidents, 
hazards and risks without fear. The 
management of risk is not treated  
as a separate discrete function, but 
is integral to the way employees work.

4.7 Integrity in financial reporting
Role of the Audit and Risk Committee
The Audit and Risk Committee  
monitors the internal control 
policies and procedures designed  
to safeguard company assets and  
to maintain the integrity of the 
Company’s financial reporting.
The Chief Executive Officer, Chief 
Financial Officer, Risk and Assurance 

•	Outside the ‘black out’ periods,  
a Director or member of the Wine 
Leadership Team who intends to 
buy or sell shares must seek prior 
approval for the proposed dealing:

	 –	� from the Chairman, in the  
case of Directors and the Wine

All employees (including Directors) 
are prohibited from dealing for short 
term gain and the use of forward 
contracts unless prior approval  
is obtained from the Chairman.

Employees (including members  
of the Wine Leadership Team) are 
prohibited from entering into any 
arrangement (including options or 
derivative products) that may alter 
the economic benefit they may derive 
with respect to their participation in 
any unvested equity-based incentive 
award or grant, and no Director  
or member of the Wine Leadership 
Team may enter into a margin loan 
or similar funding arrangement to 
acquire any shares in the Company.

4.5 Diversity
The Company acknowledges that  
the ASX Corporate Governance 
Council released amendments to  
the ASX Principles on 30 June 2010 
against which the Company will  
have to comprehensively report  
in its 2012 annual report. TWE 
recognises the social and commercial 
value of diversity and aims to create 
a work environment which is inclusive 
of all people regardless of gender, 
age, race, background or any  
other area of potential difference. 
The Board has therefore made  
a commitment to create a high 
performance culture by attracting 
and retaining the best possible  
talent and creating an inclusive 
environment where the Company’s 
people can perform at their best.
TWE has adopted a Diversity

Key executives including the Chief 
Executive Officer are only permitted 
to hold a non-executive directorship 
of an external public company with 
the prior approval of the Board. 
Such a public company may not be  
a competitor, supplier or customer 
of TWE, nor can the directorship 
create an actual or potential conflict 
of interest with TWE’s business 
interests.

4.10 Corporate social  
responsibility
TWE has adopted an integrated 
approach to corporate social  
responsibility. The Company  
is committed to continuously  
improving its business practices  
to maximise positive and minimise 
negative social, environmental and 
economic impacts. 

The objectives of this approach are 
to protect TWE’s social licence to 
operate through risk management, 
proactively engage TWE’s various 
stakeholders with interest in the 
Company’s social and environmental 
performance, enhance employee 
engagement and retention, and 
positively support TWE’s corporate 
reputation.

approves the annual internal audit 
plan, reviews reports and agreed 
actions, and ensures that planned 
audit activities are aligned to 
business risks.

4.8 Disclosure to stakeholders
TWE is committed to providing 
timely, open and accurate information 
to all its stakeholders including 
shareholders, regulators and the 
investment community.

To this end, the Board has approved 
a Disclosure Policy that sets out both 
the procedures in place to ensure 
compliance with its regulatory 
obligations, including obligations 
under the ASX continuous disclosure 
regime, and the expectations on all 
employees of the Company, including 
Directors and senior executives.

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Directors’ Report

The Directors of Treasury Wine Estates Limited (‘the Company’) present their Report together with the financial report 
for the Company and its controlled entities (collectively ‘TWE’, ‘the consolidated entity’ or ‘the TWE Group’) for the 
financial year ended 30 June 2011 and the auditor’s report thereon. 

The information referred to below forms part of, and is to be read in conjunction with, this Directors’ Report:

•	the Remuneration Report appearing on pages 40 to 60;

•	Review of Operations on pages 28 to 35; and

•	details of Company Directors on page 11.

Demerger of TWE from Foster’s Group Limited
Treasury Wine Estates Limited (formerly known as Beringer Blass Wine Estates Pty Ltd prior to 19 November 2010,  
and Beringer Blass Wine Estates Limited from 19 November 2010 until 21 December 2010) ceased to be a wholly-owned 
subsidiary of Foster’s Group Limited (Foster’s Group) and commenced operations in its own right with effect from  
9 May 2011. 

The demerger occurred under a scheme of arrangement that was approved by a meeting of Foster’s Group shareholders 
held on 29 April 2011 and approved by the Supreme Court of Victoria on 4 May 2011. Details of the demerger proposal 
were set out in a demerger Scheme Booklet dated 17 March 2011.

The Company was listed as a separate standalone entity on the Australian Securities Exchange (ASX) on 10 May 2011.

The demerger of the TWE Group required Foster’s Group to undertake an internal corporate restructure immediately 
prior to the demerger becoming effective. The internal corporate restructure resulted in several entities ceasing to be, 
and several entities becoming subsidiaries of the Company immediately prior to the demerger. In addition, a number  
of assets and liabilities were transferred between the TWE Group and Foster’s Group. 

Changes in the state of affairs
Aside from the Company’s demerger from Foster’s Group referred to above, there have been no material changes in the 
state of affairs that have occurred in the financial year. 

Statutory and pro forma information
As required for statutory reporting purposes, the consolidated financial statements for the Company and its controlled 
entities have been presented for the financial year ended 30 June 2011 and appear on pages 61 to 64.

The TWE Group’s statutory financial information includes the results of those entities, assets and liabilities that ceased 
to be part of the TWE Group under the corporate restructure for the period from 1 July 2009 until immediately prior to  
the demerger, relating to certain non-wine activities and external borrowings that formed part of the TWE Group prior 
to the demerger, but were retained by Foster’s Group.

The TWE Group’s statutory financial information only includes the results of the entities, assets and liabilities that 
became part of the TWE Group under the corporate restructure for the period from 9 May 2011 to 30 June 2011, 
including the TWE Group’s current business in the EMEA region, and certain activities in the ANZ region.

The TWE Group’s statutory financial information for the year ended 30 June 2011 and for the comparative year ended 
30 June 2010 present the TWE Group’s performance in compliance with statutory reporting obligations. However, as a 
result of the restructure immediately prior to the demerger, the statutory financial information does not provide a view 
of the performance of the TWE Group’s business as it is currently structured. In addition, the TWE Group’s statutory 
financial results only reflect changes in operating and corporate costs associated with the TWE Group becoming  
a standalone consolidated entity from 9 May 2011.

To assist shareholders and other stakeholders in their understanding of the TWE Group’s business as it is now structured, 
pro forma financial information for the years ended 30 June 2010 and 2011 is provided in the Review of Operations 
section of this Report. 
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In the preparation of the pro forma financial information, adjustments have been made to the TWE Group’s statutory 
results to present a view of performance as if the internal corporate restructure associated with the demerger had been 
effective from 1 July 2009. Additional adjustments have also been made in the presentation of pro forma financial 
information to reflect changes in costs associated with the Company becoming a standalone listed entity as if those  
costs had been incurred from 1 July 2009.

The pro forma adjustments referred to above have been made on a basis consistent with that set out in the demerger 
Scheme Booklet.

A reconciliation of the Company’s statutory result and pro forma financial information is included on pages 34 and 35.

The reconciliation and the pro forma financial information have not been audited.

Since the end of the financial year, the Directors have declared a final dividend of 6.0 cents per share franked to 50%, 
payable on 6 October 2011 to shareholders registered on 7 September 2011.

Future developments
Further information about likely developments in the operations of the TWE Group and the expected results of those 
operations in the future has not been included in this Annual Report because disclosure of the information would be likely 
to result in unreasonable prejudice to the TWE Group.
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Events subsequent to balance date
Subsequent to the financial year end TWE Group management announced an intention to undertake a cost reduction 
program. Once off costs of between $15 million and $20 million will be incurred in the 2012 financial year as this program 
is executed. 

There are no other matters or circumstances which have arisen since the end of the financial year which have significantly 
affected or may significantly affect the operations of the TWE Group, the results of those operations or the state of affairs 
of the TWE Group in subsequent financial years.

Corporate Social Responsibility
Matters of social and environmental significance to TWE are addressed within the Corporate Social Responsibility (CSR) 
program. This program is governed by TWE’s Global CSR Council, chaired by the CEO, and comprising representatives 
from each region and functional area of the business.
 
The CSR strategy comprises programs and initiatives to manage relevant regulatory requirements, as well as operational, 
physical, supply chain and marketplace opportunities and risks facing the Company. 

Further detail on TWE’s CSR program, Guiding Principles, achievements and initiatives, and details of the Company’s 
approach to Occupational Health and Safety (OH&S) are detailed on pages 36 to 39 of this Report.

Environmental regulation 
Management of environmental regulation is a core element of the TWE CSR program. The Company’s operations have a 
number of inputs including wine grapes, water, energy and other processing materials, and packaging materials including 
glass bottles and cardboard boxes. Our outputs – including releases of wastes to sewers, natural waterways and land,  
and emissions to air – are subject to a range of licences, permits and internal policies and procedures governing operation.

Additionally, the Company’s operations are subject to a number of regulatory frameworks governing energy and water 
consumption, waste generation and greenhouse gas reporting. Of note is the Australian National Greenhouse and Energy 
Reporting (NGER) Act (2007). TWE will produce its inaugural NGER report as a standalone business under this Act in 
FY12. The Company’s FY11 energy consumption and emissions data up to the demerger date will be reported within  
the Foster’s Group FY11 NGER Report.

TWE’s policy is to ensure that all environmental laws and permit conditions are complied with. Compliance with  
these regulatory and operational programs has been incorporated into relevant business practices and processes. TWE 
monitors its operations through a Health, Safety and Environment (HSE) Management System, overlaid with a compliance 
system overseen by the Audit and Risk Committee. Although the Company’s various operations involve relatively low 
inherent environmental risks, matters of non-compliance are identified from time to time and are corrected. Where 
required, the appropriate regulatory authority is notified.

During the year under review the Company was not convicted of any breach of environmental regulations.

Under the compliance system, the Audit and Risk Committee and the Board of Directors receive six monthly reports 
detailing matters involving non-compliance and potential non-compliance. These reports also detail the corrective actions 
that have been taken.

Non-audit services and auditor independence
The Audit and Risk Committee has evaluated the overall effectiveness and independence of the external auditor,  
PricewaterhouseCoopers. As part of this process, the external auditor has provided a written statement that no  
professional engagement for the TWE Group has been carried out which would impair its independence as auditor.

PricewaterhouseCoopers did not provide any non-audit services to the TWE Group during the 2011 financial year.

No officer of the Company was a partner or Director of PricewaterhouseCoopers. 

The auditor’s independence declaration is attached as part of this Report.

Indemnities and insurance
Rule 40 of the Company’s Constitution provides that the Company will, to the extent permitted by law, indemnify 
Directors and officers of TWE Group companies in respect of any liability, loss, damage, cost or expense incurred  
or suffered in or arising out of the conduct of the business of the TWE Group or in or arising out of the proper  
performance of any duty of that Director or officer.

Each Director of Treasury Wine Estates Limited has entered into a Deed of Indemnity, Insurance and Access (Deed) 
with the Company. Several members of the senior executive team have also entered into a Deed. No Director or officer  
of the Company has received a benefit under an indemnity from the Company during the period ended 30 June 2011  
or to the date of this Report.

In accordance with the Company’s Constitution and the Deed, the Company has paid a premium in respect of an insurance 
contract that covers Directors and officers of TWE Group companies against any liability arising in or out of the conduct 
of the business of the TWE Group and the proper performance of any duty of that Director or officer. Due to confidentiality 
undertakings of the policy, no further details in respect of the premium or the policy can be disclosed.

Rounding
Treasury Wine Estates Limited is a company of the kind referred to in Australian Investment and Securities Commission 
Class Order 98/100 and, except where otherwise stated, amounts in the statutory financial statements forming part of 
this Report have been rounded off to the nearest one hundred thousand dollars or to zero where the amount is $50,000 
or less.

This Directors’ Report is made in accordance with a Resolution of the Board of Directors and is signed for and on behalf 
of the Directors.

Mr Davie, as Managing Director of Asia, was subject to an Asia EBITS hurdle for FY11. As the Asia EBITS hurdle was 
met for the entire year, his FY11 short term incentive payout represents achievement of this hurdle and his outperformance 
on his KPO objectives.

II. Hurdle relief
In FY11, the Foster’s Group Board considered the time and effort required of employees in corporate roles, to effect the 
demerger successfully. In particular, the Board evaluated roles that were heavily involved with the demerger and which, 
as a result of time spent on the demerger, were less focused on day-to-day operational activities, resulting in diminished 
influence on the organisation’s EBITS outcome. 

Following this evaluation, the Board agreed to provide ‘hurdle relief’ to certain corporate roles (including Nominated 
Executives) where the role/part of the role was significantly involved with the demerger. Under the ‘hurdle relief’ a 
percentage of a participant’s short term incentive opportunity (dependent on time and effort spent on the demerger)  
was exempt from the EBITS hurdle.

Both Mr Conroy and Mr Williams were granted ‘hurdle relief’ by the Foster’s Group Board and a portion of their 
disclosed FY11 short term incentive payout reflects this.
 
III. Discretionary payment
At the end of FY11, the TWE Board considered the short term incentive outcomes for FY11 in the context of:

•	participants’ individual performance;

•	participants’ contribution to the success of their respective regions;

•	the additional challenges the demerger year presented; and

•	the retention of key skills.

Reflecting on the above, the Board approved a ‘one off’ discretionary payment in the form of cash to Nominated Executives. 
The cash payment was made for their contribution to the performance of TWE as a standalone business.

Table 4.1 details the short term incentive outcomes for FY11 for Nominated Executives.

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B. Equity awards – FY11 remuneration outcomes
I. LTI Demerger Awards
In FY11, upon demerger, a number of the LTI offers that had been made to Nominated Executives under Foster’s Group 
employment were forfeited. To drive performance during the critical period immediately post demerger, align executives’ 
interests with those of shareholders, retain key skills and ensure that executives were not disadvantaged by the demerger, 
the TWE Board approved one-off Demerger Awards in the form of Performance Rights under the LTI. These Demerger 
Awards, disclosed in the Foster’s Group demerger Scheme Booklet, vest over periods of approximately one and two 
years, subject to the achievement of performance conditions. 

LTI Demerger Awards were made to 17 executives and senior managers regarded as having the greatest influence over 
the underlying performance standards, including Nominated Executives who transferred from Foster’s Group. 

Participants received up to two offers of Performance Rights, which differed only in the length of the performance period. 
In order to ensure that participants were not disadvantaged by the demerger, offers aligned the performance period end 
dates with the original Foster’s Group long term incentive (FGL LTI) entitlements that were forfeited. 

The performance hurdles for the LTI Demerger Awards were derived from the FGL LTI entitlements that were forfeited 
upon demerger, and are based on absolute total shareholder return and return on capital employed. The targets set for 
the Demerger Awards were set as appropriate for TWE. The performance conditions and vesting curve is illustrated in 
Diagram 4.3.

II. Targeted Restricted Share Demerger Awards
In FY11, upon the demerger, executives also forfeited a number of their Targeted Restricted Share offers (originally made 
for retention purposes). To align executives’ interests with those of shareholders, retain key skills in the critical period 
post demerger and to ensure that executives were not disadvantaged by the demerger, a one-off Restricted Share Demerger 
Award was made to Nominated Executives as part of the Targeted Restricted Share component of the ESP (as disclosed  
in the Foster’s Group demerger Scheme Booklet). Nominated Executives who received Demerger Awards received up to 
two offers, which differed only in the length of the restriction period. The restriction end dates align with Foster’s Group 
Targeted Restricted Share offers that lapsed on demerger (to ensure that executives were not disadvantaged by the demerger):

•	Offer 1: restricted until July 2013; and

•	Offer 2: restricted until November 2013.

The model incorporates TWE’s share price at the date of offer, the expected risk-free rate of interest for the performance 
period, the expected annual dividend yield and the expected annual volatility of the share price returns. As the Company 
was not a listed entity for the full year, Foster’s Group share price volatility was utilised in the simulation as a proxy. 
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A simulation is then executed numerous times to arrive at a distribution of possible LTI offer values. The average of these 
values over all the simulations is the value of the LTI at the offer date. Offers made during the year have the valuations 
and inputs shown below:

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Part 2: Remuneration outcomes prior to demerger (under Foster’s Group policy)
A. Fixed annual remuneration
As noted above, for approximately 10 months prior to the demerger, executives were remunerated for their roles within 
the Company as a wholly owned subsidiary of Foster’s Group, pursuant to Foster’s Group remuneration policy.

B. Foster’s Group’s Short Term Incentive Plans 
Executives who were employed by Foster’s Group prior to the demerger participated in the Foster’s Group Senior 
Management Short Term Incentive Plan (FGL SM-STIP) from 1 July 2010 to the demerger date. The Plan incorporated 
an overarching Foster’s Group EBITS hurdle. In respect of FY11, the hurdle was not achieved and, therefore, no payments 
were made to the Nominated Executives under the FGL SM-STIP.

For the remainder of FY11 (i.e. the period post-demerger), Nominated Executives were assessed on a modified plan  
(FY11 TWE STI). For more details on this plan see Part 1: TWE outcomes – remuneration subsequent to demerger above.

C. Foster’s Group Equity Incentive Plans
Nominated Executives who were executives of Foster’s Group prior to the demerger may have participated in one or  
more of the Foster’s Group Limited Long Term Incentive Plans (FGL LTIP) and Restricted Share Plan (FGL RSP) until 
the demerger.

These plans are further detailed in the Foster’s Group annual reports, and have been disclosed in this Report for the 
purposes of clearly laying out TWE’s Nominated Executives’ remuneration for the year and to provide context to the 
remuneration provided to Nominated Executives in the Company.

The FGL LTIP allowed for the grant of Performance Rights to be made to executives. The Performance Rights were 
subject to a three year performance period as well as performance conditions. If the conditions were met, a proportion  
of the Performance Rights would vest (to the extent to which the performance conditions were met). The Foster’s  
Group Board approved the following treatment of the FGL LTIP offers which was disclosed in the demerger Scheme 
Booklet: 

•	2008 FGL LTIP – at the time of demerger, approximately three months remained of the 2008 LTIP performance period. 
In light of the proportion of the performance period that had elapsed, the Foster’s Group Board determined to test the 
performance conditions earlier and vest a portion (dependent on the performance outcome) pro rated for time. 

•	2009 and 2010 FGL LTIP – at around the time of demerger, TWE executives forfeited both the 2009 and 2010 LTIP 
offers. 

The FGL RSP allowed for offers of Targeted Restricted Foster’s Group shares to be made to key Foster’s Group executives 
for the purposes of acquiring, retaining and motivating them.

In respect of participants transferring to TWE (including the Nominated Executives), the Foster’s Group Board approved 
the treatments set out below. This treatment was disclosed in the demerger Scheme Booklet.

•	FGL RSP – offers that were to vest in September 2011 – at the time of the demerger, approximately three months 
remained before Foster’s Group shares were to be released to Foster’s Group executives. In light of the proportion of 
the restriction period that had elapsed, the Foster’s Group Board approved the release of those shares to participants 
upon the demerger.

•	FGL RSP – offers that were to vest after September 2011 – at around the time of the demerger, TWE executives 
forfeited their offers.

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Section 6: Non-executive Director remuneration
The Board determines the fees payable to Non-executive Directors within the maximum aggregate fee pool of $1,750,000 
per annum (disclosed in the Foster’s Group demerger Scheme Booklet). In setting the initial level of Non-executive 
Directors’ fees, the following factors were taken into account:

•	risks and responsibilities of the role;

•	global reach and complexity of the TWE business; 

•	advice from independent external consultants; and

•	fees in comparable companies. These companies include Top 100 ASX listed organisations with a market capitalisation 
similar to that of TWE and organisations in the food, beverage and tobacco as well as consumer staples sectors.

Non-executive Directors are remunerated by way of base Board fees and Committee fees. In addition, the Non-executive 
Directors receive a wine allowance. Non-executive Directors also receive an allowance for any overseas travel taking more 
than 12 hours, in addition to any business related expenses that may be incurred in carrying out their duties (the Chairman 
of the Board receives allowance for any travel taking more than four hours). In order to maintain independence, Non-
executive Directors do not participate in the Company’s incentive plans, and they do not receive retirement benefits 
other than the superannuation contributions disclosed in this Report.

Non-executive Directors receive a base fee in relation to their service as a Director of the Board and an additional fee for 
membership of, or for chairing, a Committee. The Chairman of the Board, taking into account the greater time commitment 
required, receives a higher fee but does not receive any additional payment for services on the respective Committees. 
There is no plan to increase Non-executive Director fees for FY12.

Non-executive Directors elect how they wish to receive their total fees – i.e. as a combination of cash, superannuation 
contributions or charitable donations. The annual fee structure for Non-executive Directors is detailed in Table 6.1 below.

notes to the consolidated financial statements
30 june 2011

Note 1. Summary of significant accounting policies
Treasury Wine Estates Limited (formerly known as ‘Berringer Blass Wine Estates Limited’) is a company limited  
by shares, incorporated in Australia and whose shares are publicly traded on the Australian Securities Exchange.

The significant accounting policies adopted in preparing the consolidated financial statements of Treasury Wine Estates 
Limited (the ‘Company’) and of its controlled entities (collectively ‘the consolidated entity’ or ‘TWE Group’) are stated 
below to assist in a general understanding of this financial report. These policies have been consistently applied to all  
the years presented, unless otherwise stated.

Basis of preparation
The financial report is a general purpose financial report which has been prepared in accordance with the requirements 
of the Corporations Act 2001, Australian Accounting Standards and other authoritative pronouncements of the Australian 
Accounting Standards Board.

The financial report has been prepared on a historical cost basis, except for derivative financial instruments and agricultural 
assets, which have been measured at fair value. 

In addition we draw your attention to note 2 which describes the impact on the reported results of TWE Group arising 
from the transactions and restructuring activities undertaken as part of the demerger from Foster’s Group.

Rounding of amounts
The Company is a kind referred to in Class Order 98/100, issued by the Australian Securities and Investments Commission 
(ASIC), relating to the rounding off of amounts in the financial report. Amounts in the financial report have been rounded 
off in accordance with that Class Order to the nearest tenth of one million dollars or, where the amount is $50,000 or 
less, zero, unless specifically stated to be otherwise.

Statement of compliance
This financial report complies with Australian Accounting Standards and International Financial Reporting Standards 
(IFRS) as issued by the International Accounting Standards Board.

The financial report was authorised for issue by the Board of Directors on 22 August 2011.

Principles of consolidation
The consolidated financial statements have been prepared for the consolidated entity comprising Treasury Wine Estates 
Limited (‘TWE’) as the parent entity, and all its controlled entities. Controlled entities are listed in note 34.

Where control of an entity is obtained during a financial year, its results are included in the statement of comprehensive 
income from the date on which control commences. Where control of an entity ceases during a financial year its results 
are included for that part of the year during which control existed.

The financial reports of the subsidiaries are prepared for the same reporting period as the parent company, using consistent 
accounting policies. Average exchange rates used for the translating profit and loss items in 2011 are AUD$1 = USD 0.9876 
and GBP 0.6205 (2010: USD 0.8814 and GBP 0.5579). Period end exchange rates used for translating financial position 
items in 2011 are AUD$1 = 1.0690 USD and GBP 0.6650 (2010: USD 0.8500 and GBP 0.5646).

Functional and presentation currency
The consolidated financial statements are presented in Australian dollars, which is the functional and presentation 
currency of the Company and its Australian subsidiaries. Each entity in the TWE Group determines its own functional 
currency and items included in the financial statements of each entity are measured using that functional currency.
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We draw your attention to note 2 which describes the impact on the reported results of Treasury Wine Estates arising from transactions and 
restructuring activities undertaken as part of the demerger from Foster’s Group Limited.

Note 1. Summary of significant accounting policies (continued)
Transactions and balances
Transactions denominated in a foreign currency are initially recorded in the functional currency at the exchange rate at 
the date of the transaction. Monetary assets and liabilities denominated in foreign currencies, arising from those transactions, 
are retranslated at the exchange rates at reporting date.

Foreign exchange gains and losses resulting from the settlement of transactions and from the translation at year-end are 
recognised in the statement of comprehensive income, except when deferred in equity as qualifying cash flow hedges and 
qualifying net investment hedges. These amounts remain in equity until either the hedged transaction occurs or the disposal 
of the net investment, at which time they are recognised in the statement of comprehensive income.
 
Tax charges and credits attributable to exchange differences on those borrowings are also recognised in equity.

Translation differences on non-monetary items, such as equities classified as available-for-sale financial assets, are 
included in the fair value reserve in equity.

Foreign group companies
The results and financial position of the foreign group entities that have a functional currency different to Australian 
dollars are translated into the presentation currency of the Company (being Australian dollars) as follows:

(i)	 assets and liabilities are translated at the closing rate at the statement of financial position date;

(ii)	 income and expenses for each statement of comprehensive income are translated at average exchange rates for the 
period; and

(iii)	all resulting exchange differences are recognised as a separate component of equity.

On consolidation, exchange differences arising from the translation of the net investment in foreign entities, and of 
borrowings and other currency instruments designated as hedges of such investments, are taken to the foreign currency 
translation reserve in shareholders’ equity. 

Monetary items form part of a net investment in a foreign operation even if they are not denominated in the functional 
currency of the entity or the foreign operation. 

When a foreign operation is sold, the cumulative exchange difference in the foreign currency translation reserve for this 
operation is recognised in the statement of comprehensive income as part of the gain and loss on sale.

Revenue recognition
Revenue is measured at the fair value for the consideration received or receivable. Amounts disclosed as operating 
revenue are net of sales discounts, duties and taxes.

Revenue is recognised to the extent that it is probable that the economic benefits will flow to the TWE Group, and revenue 
can be reliably measured. The following specific recognition criteria must also be met before revenue is recognised.

Sale of goods
Revenue is recognised when the significant risk and rewards of ownership have passed to the buyer, the amount can  
be reliably measured and collectability of the related receivables is reasonably assured. Generally, revenue is recognised 
when goods are despatched or when goods are delivered.

Products are often sold with volume discounts and other rebates. Sales are recorded based on the price specified in the 
sales contracts, net of the estimated discount or rebate at the time of sale. Accumulated experience is used to estimate 
and provide for the discounts based on anticipated annual purchases.
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Property
Revenue from the sale of non-residential properties is recognised when an executable contract becomes unconditional.

Interest income
Revenue is recognised as the interest accrues (using the effective interest method, which applies a rate that discounts 
estimated future cash receipts through the expected life of the financial instrument) to the net carrying amount of the 
financial asset.

Royalties
Revenue is recognised on an accruals basis in accordance with the substance of the relevant agreements.

Dividends
Dividend revenue is recognised when the right to receive payment is established.

Borrowing costs
Borrowing costs are recognised as an expense when incurred. Borrowing costs directly attributable to the acquisition, 
construction or production of a qualifying asset are capitalised as part of the cost of the asset.

Acquisition of assets
The purchase method of accounting is used for all acquisitions of assets regardless of whether equity instruments or other 
assets are required. Cost is measured as the fair value of cash, shares issued or liabilities undertaken at the date of acquisition. 
Costs directly attributable to the acquisition are expensed when they are incurred. Transaction costs arising on the issue 
of equity instruments are recognised directly in equity. Where settlement of any part of cash consideration is deferred, 
the amount payable in the future is discounted to its present value as at the date of acquisition.
 
Impairment of assets
At each reporting date, the TWE Group assesses whether there is any indication that an asset may be impaired. Where 
an indicator of impairment exists or when annual impairment testing for an asset is required, the TWE Group makes  
a formal assessment of recoverable amount. Where the carrying amount of an asset exceeds its recoverable amount  
the asset is considered impaired and is written down to its recoverable amount.

Recoverable amount is the greater of fair value less costs to sell and value in use. It is determined for an individual 
asset, unless the asset’s value in use cannot be estimated to be close to its fair value less costs to sell and it does not 
generate cash inflows that are largely independent of those from other assets or groups of assets, in which case the 
recoverable amount is determined for the cash-generating unit to which the asset belongs.

In assessing value in use, the estimated future cash flows are discounted to their present value using a pre-tax discount 
rate that reflects current market assessments of the time value of money and the risks specific to the asset.

Impairment losses are recognised in the current period statement of comprehensive income.

An assessment is made at each reporting date as to whether there is any indication that previously recognised impairment 
losses may no longer exist or may have decreased. If such indication exists, the recoverable amount is estimated.

A previously recognised impairment loss is reversed only if there has been a change in the estimates used to determine 
the asset’s recoverable amount since the last impairment loss was recognised. If that is the case, the carrying amount of  
the asset is increased to its recoverable amount. That increased amount cannot exceed the carrying amount that would 
have been determined, net of depreciation, had no impairment loss been recognised for the asset in prior years. Such a 
reversal is recognised in the statement of comprehensive income. After such a reversal the depreciation charge is adjusted 
in future periods to allocate the asset’s revised carrying amount, less any residual value, on a systematic basis over its 
remaining useful life.
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Note 1. Summary of significant accounting policies (continued)
Impairment losses recognised for goodwill are prohibited from being reversed.

Cash and cash equivalents
Cash and cash equivalents consists of cash on hand, deposits held at call with banks, cash in transit, short term deposits 
and investments with original maturities of three months or less.

For the purposes of the statement of cash flows, cash and cash equivalents consist of cash and cash equivalents as 
defined above, net of outstanding bank overdrafts.

Trade receivables
Trade receivables are recognised initially at fair value and subsequently measured at amortised cost, less provision  
for doubtful debts. 

Credit terms are generally between 30 – 135 days depending on the nature of the transaction.

All receivables are regularly reviewed and a provision for impairment of trade receivables is established when there  
is objective evidence that all amounts may not be collectible according to the original terms of the sales transaction.  
Bad debts are written-off when identified. 

Other receivables
Other debtors are initially recorded at fair value of the consideration received or receivable.

Other debtors are classified as current assets unless the debtor has an unconditional right to defer settlement of the 
asset for at least 12 months after the statement of financial position date, in which case they are classified as non-current 
other debtors.

Subsequent measurement of other non-current debtors occurs at amortised cost, where the nominal value is discounted 
to present value, using the effective interest rate of the asset over the expected period of settlement.

Loans 
Loans comprise employee share loans, loans to controlled entities and loans to Director related entities and other 
persons. All loans except for certain inter-entity loans are non-interest bearing and are initially recognised at fair value 
and subsequently recorded at amortised cost, representing the present value of the loan, calculated using the effective 
interest rate of the loan over its term. 

Inventories
Inventories of finished goods, raw materials and stores and work in progress are valued at the lower of cost (using 
average or FIFO basis) and estimated net realisable value. Cost of manufactured goods is determined on a consistent 
basis, comprising raw materials, direct labour, other direct costs and related production overheads based on normal 
operating capacity, but excludes borrowing costs.

Net realisable value represents the estimated selling price in the ordinary course of business less estimated costs  
of completion and estimated costs to be incurred in the marketing, selling and distribution.

Inventories of wine stocks, shown as work in progress at cost, have been classified between current and non-current 
based on sales projections for the ensuing year.

Investments in controlled entities
Investments in controlled entities are accounted for using the purchase method. Under this method, the cost of an acquisition 
is measured at fair value of the assets given up, shares issued or liabilities undertaken at the date of acquisition. The excess 
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of the cost of acquisition over the fair value of the net assets of the subsidiary acquired is recorded as goodwill. If the 
cost of acquisition is less than the fair value of the net assets of the subsidiary acquired, the difference is recognised 
directly in the statement of comprehensive income. 

Changes in ownership interests of a subsidiary (that do not result in loss of control) are accounted for as an equity 
transaction, and have no impact on goodwill. To the extent that the consideration received for the acquisition of non-
controlling interest exceeds the carrying value, the excess is recognised directly in equity attributable to the controlling 
interest. 

Investments in associates and joint ventures
In the consolidated financial statements, investments in associates, which includes partnerships, are accounted for using 
the equity method of accounting and are initially recognised at cost. 

Under this method, the TWE Group’s share of profits or losses are recognised in the statement of comprehensive income 
and its share of movements in reserves are recognised in the TWE Group’s consolidated other comprehensive income. The 
cumulative post acquisition changes in the TWE Group’s share of net assets of the associate, less any impairment losses, 
are adjusted against the cost of the investment. When the TWE Group’s share of losses in an associate equals or exceeds 
its interest in the associate, the TWE Group does not recognise any further losses, unless it has an obligation on behalf 
of the associate. Where there has been a change recognised directly in the associate’s equity, the TWE Group recognises 
its share of any changes and discloses, when applicable, in the consolidated statement of comprehensive income. Associates 
are those entities over which the TWE Group has significant influence, but not control and which is neither a subsidiary 
nor a joint venture.

Unrealised gains and losses in transactions between the TWE Group and its associates are eliminated to the extent of 
the TWE Group’s interest in the associates.

Financial assets 
Financial assets are classified as either financial assets at fair value through profit or loss, loans and receivables, 
held-to-maturity investments, or available-for-sale investments, as appropriate. 

When financial assets are recognised initially, they are measured at fair value, plus, in the case of investments not at fair 
value through profit or loss, directly attributable transactions costs. The TWE Group determines the classification of its 
financial assets after initial recognition and, when allowed and appropriate, re-evaluates this designation at each financial 
year-end.

Financial assets at fair value through the profit or loss
Financial assets classified as held for trading are included in the category ‘financial assets at fair value through profit  
or loss’. Financial assets are classified as held for trading if they are acquired for the purpose of selling in the near term. 
Derivatives are also classified as held for trading unless they are designated and effective hedging instruments. Gains or 
losses on investments held for trading are recognised in the statement of comprehensive income.

Held-to-maturity investment
Non-derivative financial assets with fixed or determinable payments and fixed maturity are classified as held-to-maturity 
when the TWE Group has the positive intention and ability to hold to maturity. Investments intended to be held for an 
undefined period are not included in this classification.

Interest bearing investments that are intended to be held-to-maturity are subsequently measured at amortised cost using 
the effective interest method. Amortised cost is calculated by taking into account any discount or premium on acquisition, 
over the period to maturity. For investments carried at amortised cost, gains and losses are recognised in the statement 
of comprehensive income when the investments are derecognised or in the event of impairment, as well as through the 
amortisation process.
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Note 1. Summary of significant accounting policies (continued)
Loans and receivables
Loans and receivables are non-derivative financial assets with fixed or determinable payments that are not quoted in an 
active market. Such assets are carried at amortised cost using the effective interest method. Gains and losses are recognised 
in the statement of comprehensive income when the loans and receivables are derecognised or impaired, as well as 
through the amortisation process.

Available-for-sale investments
Available-for-sale investments are those non-derivative financial assets that are designated as available-for-sale or are not 
classified within any of the three preceding categories. After initial recognition available-for-sale investments are measured 
at fair value with gains or losses being recognised as a separate component of equity until the investment is sold, collected 
or otherwise disposed of, or until the investment is determined to be impaired, at which time the cumulative gain or loss 
previously reported in equity is included in the statement of comprehensive income.

For investments that are actively traded in organised financial markets, fair value is determined by reference to stock 
exchange quoted market bid prices at the close of business on the statement of financial position date.

For investments where there is no active market or no quoted market price, fair value is determined using valuation 
techniques. Such techniques include using recent arm’s length market transactions; reference to the current market 
value of another instrument that is substantially the same or is calculated based on the expected cash flows of the 
underlying net asset base of the investment; discounted cash flow analysis and option pricing models.

Impairment of financial assets
Financial assets carried at amortised cost
If there is objective evidence that an impairment loss on loans and receivables carried at amortised cost has been incurred, 
the amount of the loss is measured as the difference between the asset’s carrying amount and the present value of estimated 
future cash flows (excluding future credit losses that have not been incurred) discounted at the financial asset’s original 
effective interest rate (i.e. the effective interest rate computed at initial recognition). The carrying amount of the asset  
is reduced either directly or through use of an allowance account. The amount of the loss is recognised in the statement 
of comprehensive income.

The TWE Group first assesses whether objective evidence of impairment exists individually for financial assets that are 
individually significant, and individually or collectively for financial assets that are not individually significant. If it is 
determined that no objective evidence of impairment exists for an individually assessed financial asset, whether significant or 
not, the asset is included in a group of financial assets with similar credit risk characteristics and that group of financial 
assets is collectively assessed for impairment. Assets that are individually assessed for impairment and for which an 
impairment loss is or continues to be recognised are not included in a collective assessment of impairment.

If, in a subsequent period, the amount of the impairment loss decreases and the decrease can be related objectively to an 
event occurring after the impairment was recognised, the previously recognised impairment loss is revised. Any subsequent 
reversal of an impairment loss is recognised in the statement of comprehensive income, to the extent that the carrying 
value of the asset does not exceed its amortised cost at the reversal date.

Available-for-sale investments
If there is objective evidence that an available-for-sale investment is impaired, an amount comprising the difference between 
its cost (net of any principal repayment and amortisation) and its current fair value, less any impairment loss previously 
recognised in profit or loss, is transferred from equity to the statement of comprehensive income. Reversals of impairment 
losses for equity instruments classified as available-for-sale are not recognised in profit. Reversals of impairment losses 
for debt instruments are reversed through profit or loss if the increase in an instrument’s fair value can be objectively 
related to an event occurring after the impairment loss was recognised in profit or loss.
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Derecognition of financial assets
The derecognition of a financial asset takes place when the TWE Group no longer controls the contractual rights that comprise 
the financial instrument, which is normally the case when the instrument is sold, or all the cash flows attributable to the 
instrument are passed through to an independent third party. The derecognition of financial assets takes place when the 
rights to receive cash flow from the assets expire or have been transferred and the TWE Group has transferred substantially 
all the risks and rewards of ownership.

Derivative financial instruments
The TWE Group uses derivative financial instruments such as foreign currency contracts and interest rate swaps to 
hedge its risks associated with interest rate and foreign currency fluctuations. Such derivative financial instruments  
are stated at fair value.

The fair value of forward exchange contracts is calculated by reference to current forward exchange rates for contracts 
with similar maturity profiles. The fair value of interest rate swap contracts is determined by reference to market values 
for similar instruments.

For the purposes of hedge accounting, hedges are classified as either fair value hedges when they hedge the exposure  
to changes in the fair value of a recognised asset or liability; cash flow hedges where they hedge exposure to variability 
in cash flows that is either attributable to a particular risk associated with a recognised asset or liability or a forecasted 
transaction; or hedges of a net investment in a foreign operation.

At the inception of a hedge relationship, the TWE Group formally designates and documents the hedge relationship to 
which the TWE Group wishes to apply hedge accounting and the risk management objective and strategy for undertaking 
the hedge. The documentation includes identification of the hedging instrument, the hedged item or transaction, the nature 
of the risk being hedged and how the entity will assess the hedging instrument’s effectiveness in offsetting the exposure to 
changes in the hedged item’s fair value or cash flows attributable to the hedged risk. Such hedges are expected to be highly 
effective in achieving offsetting changes in fair value or cash flows and are assessed on an ongoing basis to determine 
that they actually have been highly effective throughout the financial reporting periods for which they are designated.

Forecast intra-group transactions qualify as a hedged item when the transaction is highly probable, not in the functional 
currency of the entity entering into the transaction and the foreign currency risk will affect the consolidated position. 
Gains or losses recognised directly in equity are reclassified into profit and loss in the same period or periods the foreign 
currency risk affects consolidated profit and loss.

In relation to fair value hedges (interest rate swaps) which meet the conditions for hedge accounting, any gain or loss 
from remeasuring the hedging instrument at fair value is recognised immediately in the statement of comprehensive 
income. 

Where the adjustment is to the carrying amount of a hedged interest-bearing financial instrument, the adjustment  
is amortised to the statement of comprehensive income such that it is fully amortised by maturity.

In relation to cash flow hedges (forward foreign currency contracts) to hedge firm commitments which meet the conditions 
for hedge accounting, the portion of the gain or loss on the hedging instrument that is determined to be an effective hedge 
is recognised directly in equity and the ineffective portion is recognised in the statement of comprehensive income.

When the hedged firm commitment results in the recognition of an asset or a liability, the associated gains or losses that 
had previously been recognised in equity are included in the initial measurement of the acquisition cost or other carrying 
amount of the asset or liability.

For all other cash flow hedges, the gains or losses that are recognised in equity are transferred to the statement of 
comprehensive income in the same period in which the hedged firm commitment affects the net profit and loss, for 
example when the future sale actually occurs.
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Note 1. Summary of significant accounting policies (continued)
For derivatives that do not qualify for hedge accounting, any gains or losses arising from changes in fair value are taken 
directly to net profit or loss for the year. Hedge accounting is discontinued when the hedge instrument expires or is sold, 
terminated or exercised, or no longer qualifies for hedge accounting. At that point in time, any cumulative gain or loss 
on the hedging instrument recognised in equity is kept in equity until the forecasted transaction occurs.

If a hedged transaction is no longer expected to occur, the net cumulative gain or loss recognised in equity is transferred 
to net profit or loss for the year.

Financial guarantees
Where a contract meets the definition of a financial guarantee, the contract is recognised at fair value at inception and 
then recognised at the greater of amortised cost, or the best estimate of total payments under the contract terms. 

Leases
The determination of whether an arrangement is or contains a lease is based on the substance of the arrangement and 
requires an assessment of whether the fulfilment of the arrangement is dependent on the use of a specific asset or assets 
and the arrangement conveys a right to use the asset.

Leases where the lessor retains substantially all the risks and benefits of ownership of the asset are classified as operating 
leases. Operating lease payments are recognised as an expense in the statement of comprehensive income on a straight-line 
basis over the lease term. 

Where an asset is acquired by means of a finance lease, which effectively transfers to the TWE Group substantially all  
the risks and benefits incidental to ownership of the leased item, costs are capitalised at the inception of the lease at the 
fair value of the leased property or, if lower, at the present value of the minimum lease payments. Lease payments are 
apportioned between the finance charges and reduction of the lease liability so as to achieve a constant rate of interest on  
the remaining balance of the liability. Finance charges are charged directly to the statement of comprehensive income.

Capitalised lease assets are depreciated over the shorter of the estimated useful life of the asset or the lease term. 

Property, plant and equipment
Property, plant and equipment are stated at cost less accumulated depreciation and any impairment losses.

The TWE Group depreciates plant and equipment so that the assets are written-off over their estimated useful economic 
lives, using reducing balance or straight-line methods as appropriate. Lease premiums and leasehold improvements are 
written-off over the period of the lease or estimated useful economic life, whichever is the shorter.

Plant and equipment under construction is shown as ‘projects in progress’ at cost. The cost of construction includes the 
cost of materials used in construction, direct labour on the project, and an appropriate proportion of variable and fixed 
overheads.

The depreciation rates used for each class of asset are as follows:

Freehold buildings and improvements	  1.5% – 5.0%
Leasehold buildings and improvements 	  10.0% – 50.0% 
Plant and equipment	  2.5% – 40.0%

The assets’ residual values, useful lives and amortisation methods are reviewed and adjusted, if appropriate, at each 
financial year-end.
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Derecognition and disposal
An item of property, plant and equipment is derecognised upon disposal or when no further future economic benefits are 
expected from its use or disposal. Any gain or loss arising on derecognition of the asset (calculated as the difference between 
the net disposal proceeds and the carrying amount of the asset) is included in the statement of comprehensive income  
in the period the asset is derecognised. 

Intangible assets
Brand names
Acquired brand names are initially included in the financial statements at cost. Following initial recognition, intangible 
assets are carried at cost less any accumulated amortisation and any accumulated impairment losses. Internally generated 
intangible assets, excluding capitalised development costs, are not capitalised and expenditure is charged against profits 
in the year in which the expenditure is incurred. The cost of acquired brand names is determined by reference to 
independent valuations performed on the acquisition of businesses.

The useful lives of intangible assets are assessed to be either finite or indefinite. Brand names with a long term strategic 
focus have indefinite lives and are not amortised. In certain circumstances where brand names have definite lives, the 
carrying amount of the applicable brand names are amortised over their expected useful lives (generally five years) and 
the expense is taken to the statement of comprehensive income.

Brand names are tested for impairment where an indicator of impairment exist, and in the case of indefinite lived brand 
names the carrying value is tested for impairment as part of the annual testing of cash-generating units. Useful lives are 
also examined on an annual basis and adjustments, where applicable, are made on a prospective basis.

Expenditure incurred in developing, maintaining or enhancing brand names is written-off in the statement of comprehensive 
income in the year in which it is incurred.

Goodwill
Goodwill on acquisition is initially measured at cost being the excess of the cost of the business combination over the 
acquirer’s interest in the net fair value of the identifiable assets, liabilities and contingent liabilities.

Goodwill acquired in a business combination is, from the acquisition date, allocated to each of the TWE Group’s cash-
generating units, or groups of cash-generating units, that are expected to benefit from the synergies of the combination, 
irrespective of whether other assets or liabilities of the TWE Group are assigned to those units or groups of units. 

Following initial recognition, goodwill is measured at cost less any accumulated impairment losses. Goodwill is not amortised.

Goodwill is reviewed for impairment, annually or more frequently if events or changes in circumstances indicate that the 
carrying value may be impaired. Impairment is determined by assessing the recoverable amount of the cash-generating 
unit to which the goodwill relates.

Where the recoverable amount of the cash-generating unit is less than the carrying amount, an impairment loss is 
recognised.

Where goodwill forms part of the cash-generating unit and part of the operation within that unit is disposed of, the 
goodwill associated with the operation disposed of is included in the carrying amount of the operation when determining 
the gain or loss on disposal of the operation.

Goodwill disposed of in this circumstance is measured on the basis of the relative values of the operation disposed of and 
the portion of the cash-generating unit retained. 
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Note 1. Summary of significant accounting policies (continued)
IT development costs
IT development costs are included in the financial statements as intangible assets at cost. Following initial recognition, 
IT development costs are carried at cost less any accumulated amortisation. IT development costs include the cost of 
purchased software and labour used in the development of software, and software licences are amortised over the 
expected useful life of the intangible asset (generally five years).

Agriculture
Agriculture comprises grape vines and olive trees. Both of these assets are measured at fair value less estimated point  
of sale costs, with changes in the fair value during the period recognised in the statement of comprehensive income. 
Costs incurred in maintaining agricultural assets are recognised as expenses in the statement of comprehensive income. 

The fair value of picked grapes and olives is recognised as income in the statement of comprehensive income in the 
period of harvest.

Assets held for sale and discontinued operations
Non-current assets are classified as held for sale and stated at the lower of their carrying amount and fair value less 
costs to sell if their carrying amount will be recovered principally through a sale transaction rather than through 
continuing use.

An impairment loss is recognised for any initial or subsequent write down of the asset to fair value less costs to sell. A gain 
is recognised for any subsequent increase in fair value less costs to sell of an asset, but not in excess of any cumulative 
impairment loss previously recognised. A gain or loss not previously recognised by the date of the sale of the non-current 
asset is recognised at the date of derecognition. 

Assets are not depreciated or amortised while they are classified as held for sale. 

Interest-bearing loans and borrowings
Interest bearing loans and borrowings are initially recorded at fair value of the consideration received, net of issue costs 
directly associated with the borrowing. 

After initial recognition, interest-bearing loans and borrowings are subsequently measured at amortised cost. Amortised 
cost is calculated by taking into account any issue costs, and any discount or premium on issuance.

Gains and losses are recognised in the statement of comprehensive income in the event that the liabilities are derecognised.

Payables 
Liabilities are recognised for amounts to be paid in the future for goods or services received, whether or not billed to  
the Company or consolidated entity. 

Trade payables are normally settled within 60 days from the end of the month from which the invoice is received.

Employee benefits
Wages, salaries, annual leave, bonuses and non-monetary benefits
Liabilities for employees’ entitlements to wages and salaries, annual leave and other current employee entitlements (that 
are expected to be paid within 12 months) are accrued at undiscounted amounts, calculated at amounts expected to be 
paid as at reporting date.

Liabilities for other employee entitlements, which are not expected to be paid or settled within 12 months of reporting 
date, are accrued in respect of all employees at the present value of future amounts expected to be paid.
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Liabilities for Short Term Incentive Plans (STIP) are recognised where there is a contractual or constructive obligation 
and accrued on an undiscounted basis.

Termination benefits
Termination benefits are payable when employment is terminated before the normal retirement date, or whenever an employee 
accepts voluntary redundancy in exchange for these benefits. The TWE Group recognises termination benefits when it  
is demonstrably committed to either: terminating the employment of the current employees according to a detailed formal 
plan without possibility of withdrawal; or providing termination benefits as a result of an offer made to encourage 
voluntary redundancy. Benefits falling more than 12 months after balance date are discounted to present value. 

Superannuation plan
Superannuation contributions are recognised as an employee benefit expense when they are due and payable.

Shared-based payment transactions
The TWE Group provides benefits to employees (including Directors) in the form of share-based payment transactions, 
whereby employees render services in exchange for shares or rights over shares (‘equity-settled transactions’).

The cost of these equity-settled transactions with employees is measured by reference to the fair value at the date at 
which they are granted and is recognised over the vesting period of the equity instrument. The fair value is determined 
by an external valuer using a binomial model.

Shares issued to employees under the Long Term Incentive Plan (LTIP) are recognised as an expense. The total amount 
to be expensed over the vesting period is determined by reference to the fair value of the rights to receive shares granted 
to employees. At each reporting date, the TWE Group revises its estimates of the number of LTIP rights that are expected 
to become exercisable. The Company recognises the impact of the revision of original estimates immediately to the extent 
it relates to past services and the rest, if any, over the remaining vesting period in the statement of comprehensive 
income, and a corresponding adjustment to equity.

Provisions
Provisions are recognised when a present obligation (legal, equitable or constructive) to make a future sacrifice of economic 
benefits to other entities arises as a result of past transactions or other past events, it is probable that a future sacrifice 
of economic benefits will be required and a reliable estimate can be made of the amount of the obligation.

If the effect of time value of money is material, provisions are determined by discounting the expected future cash flows 
at a pre-tax rate that reflects current market assessments of the time value of money and, where appropriate, the risks 
specific to the liability.

Where discounting is used, the increase in the provision due to the passage of time is recognised as a finance cost.

Dividends 
A provision for dividends is not recognised as a liability unless the dividends are declared, determined or publicly 
recommended on or before the reporting date. 

Restructuring
Liabilities arising directly from undertaking a restructuring program, not in connection with the acquisition of an entity 
or operations, are recognised when a detailed plan of the restructuring activity has been developed and implementation 
of the restructuring program as planned has commenced, by either entering into contracts to undertake the restructuring 
activities or making a detailed announcement such that affected parties are in no doubt the restructuring program will 
proceed. 
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Note 1. Summary of significant accounting policies (continued)
Restructuring provisions are only recognised on acquisition when the provision is a recognised liability of the acquired 
entity at the time of acquisition.

The cost of restructurings provided for is the estimated future cash flows, discounted at the appropriate rate which 
reflects the risks of the cash flows. 

Onerous contracts
Provisions recognised in relation to onerous contracts are recognised where the unavoidable costs of meeting the 
obligations under these contracts exceed the expected benefits expected to be received.

Income tax
Current tax assets and liabilities for the current and prior periods are measured at the amount expected to be recovered 
from or paid to the taxation authorities. The tax rates and tax laws used to compute the amount are those that are enacted 
or substantively enacted by the statement of financial position date.

Deferred income tax is provided on temporary differences at the statement of financial position date between the tax 
bases of assets and liabilities and their carrying amounts for financial reporting purposes.

The carrying amount of deferred income tax assets is reviewed at each statement of financial position date and reduced 
to the extent that it is no longer probable that sufficient taxable profit will be available to allow all or part of the deferred 
income tax asset to be utilised.

Unrecognised deferred income tax assets are reassessed at each statement of financial position date and are recognised 
to the extent that it has become probable that future taxable profit will allow the deferred tax asset to be recovered.

Deferred income tax assets and liabilities are measured at the local tax rates that are expected to apply to the year when 
the asset is realised or the liability is settled, based on tax rates (and tax laws applicable to the origin of the temporary 
differences) that have been enacted or substantively enacted at the statement of financial position date.

Income tax relating to items recognised directly in equity is recognised in equity and not in the statement of comprehensive 
income.

No provision has been made for foreign taxes which may arise in the event of retained profits of foreign controlled 
entities being remitted to Australia as there is no present intention to make any such remittances.

Deferred tax assets and deferred tax liabilities are offset only if a legally enforceable right exists to set off current tax 
assets against current tax liabilities and the deferred tax assets and liabilities relate to the same taxable entity and the 
same taxation authority.

Deferred tax assets and deferred tax liabilities associated with indefinite life intangibles such as brand names are 
measured based on the tax consequences that would follow from the sale of that asset. Deferred tax assets are only 
booked where recovery of that asset is probable.

Tax consolidation legislation
Prior to TWE’s demerger from the Foster’s Group, TWE’s Australian subsidiaries were included in the Foster’s Australian 
tax consolidated group. Tax payable or receivable amounts referable to the operations of TWE’s Australian subsidiaries 
during that time when they were part of the Foster’s Australian tax consolidated group were assumed by the head entity 
in that group, namely Foster’s Group. Settlement of a tax payable amount by Foster’s Group is accounted for as a contribution 
from owners. Tax refunds received by Foster’s Group that were referable to TWE’s Australian subsidiaries are accounted for 
as a return of contributions to owners. Contributions to/from owners in respect to these tax transactions enter into the 
calculation of the ‘demerger and other reserve’ balance as set out in note 24(iii)(a). 
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As set out in note 6, as at the date of signing, TWE’s Australian subsidiaries have yet to form an Australian consolidated 
tax group. 

Contributed equity
Ordinary shares are classified as equity. Incremental costs directly attributable to the issue of new shares or options are 
shown in equity as deduction, net of tax from the proceeds.

Earnings per share
Basic earnings per share is determined by dividing the net profit after income tax attributable to members of TWE by 
the weighted average number of ordinary shares outstanding during the year, adjusted for any bonus elements in ordinary 
shares issued during the year.

Diluted earnings per share adjusts the figures used in the determination of basic earnings per share by taking into 
account the after income tax effect of interest and other financing costs associated with dilutive potential ordinary 
shares and the weighted average number of shares issued in relation to dilutive potential ordinary shares.

Operating segments
The TWE Group has identified its operating segments based on the internal reports reviewed and used by the Chief 
Executive Officer (the chief operating decision maker) in assessing performance and in determining the allocation of 
resources. These reports present a view of the business from a geographic perspective

The reportable segments are based on operating segments determined by the similarity of the nature of products,  
the production process, the types of customers and the methods used to distribute the products.

The TWE Group has identified the following reportable segments:

(i) Australia & New Zealand (ANZ)
This segment is responsible for the manufacture, sale and marketing of wine within Australia and New Zealand.

(ii) Europe, Middle East and Africa (EMEA)
This segment is responsible for the sale and marketing of wine within the EMEA region.

(iii) Americas
This segment is responsible for the manufacture, sale and marketing of wine within the Americas region.

(iv) Asia
This segment is responsible for the sale and marketing of wine within the Asia region.

Types of products and services
TWE’s wine portfolio includes some of the world’s leading premium wine brands such as Penfolds, Beringer, Lindeman’s, 
Wolf Blass and Rosemount.

Accounting policies and inter-segment transactions
The price is set on an arm’s length basis which is eliminated on consolidation.

Corporate charges
Certain corporate shared service charges, except for net finance costs, are allocated to each business segment on  
a proportionate basis linked to segment revenue or head count depending on the nature of the charge to determine  
a segment result. Unallocated costs are reported in the Corporate segment. Net finance costs are not allocated to 
segments as the financing function of the TWE Group is centralised through its treasury function.
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Note 1. Summary of significant accounting policies (continued)
Segment loans payable and loans receivable
Segment loans are initially recognised at the consideration received excluding transaction costs. Inter-segment loans 
receivable and payable that earn or incur non-market interest are not adjusted to fair value based on market interest rates.

Other
It is the TWE Group’s policy that if items of revenue and expense are not allocated to operating segments, then any 
associated assets and liability are also not allocated to segments.

Major customers
The TWE Group has one customer whose revenues represent 17.6% (2010: 19.8%) of the TWE Group’s reported revenues.

Critical accounting estimates and judgements in applying the Company’s accounting policies
The preparation of the financial statements requires management to make judgements, estimates and assumptions that 
affect the reported amounts in the financial statements. These judgements, estimates and assumptions are continually 
evaluated, and are often based on historical experience and assessed to be reasonable under the circumstances at the 
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relevant time. Actual results may differ from these estimates under different assumptions and conditions. The areas 
involving a higher degree of judgement or complexity, or areas where assumptions and estimates are significant to  
the financial statements are:

Net realisable value of inventory
Inventories of finished goods, raw materials and stores and work in progress are valued at lower of cost and estimated 
net realisable value. The period over which some wine inventories are converted from raw materials to finished goods 
can be a significant length of time. For this component of finished goods, net realisable value is determined using forecast 
demand and expected market prices at the time the wine is expected to be sold. Forecast demand and market prices can 
vary significantly over the holding period up to the likely date of sale and therefore involve estimating the most likely 
conditions at the expected point of sale.

Agriculture
The fair value of acquired vines is determined with reference to independent valuations of vineyards and the market 
price of purchased vines (rootlings). Subsequent movements in the fair values of vines are determined through operational 
reviews or valuations of the vineyard portfolio which identify, where applicable, any factors affecting the long term 
viability and value of the vines. 

Critical estimates are required in the identification of factors that have a long term impact on the viability of the vines 
and in the measurement of the change in value such factors have on the valuation of vines.

Taxation
The TWE Group is subject to income taxes in Australia and jurisdictions where it has foreign operations. Significant 
judgement is required in determining the worldwide provision for income taxes. There are many transactions and calculations 
undertaken during the ordinary course of business for which the ultimate tax determination is uncertain. Where the final 
tax outcome of these matters is different from the amounts that were initially recorded, such differences will impact the 
current and deferred tax provisions in the period in which such determination is made.

Impairment of assets
Consistent with the aforementioned impairment accounting policy, TWE Group assets become impaired when their 
carrying value exceeds their recoverable amount. Recoverable amount is the greater of fair value less costs to sell or 
value in use. In determining recoverable amount certain judgements and assumptions are made in the determination  
of likely net sale proceeds or in the determination of future cash flows which support a value in use. Specifically with 
respect to future cash flows, judgements are made in respect to the quantum of those future cash flows, the discount 
rates used to present value the cash flows and exchange rates. 

Useful life of intangible assets
The useful lives of intangible assets are assessed to be either finite or indefinite. Brand names that have indefinite lives 
are not amortised. Management use judgement in determining whether an individual brand will have a finite life or an 
indefinite life. In making this determination, management make use of information on the long term strategy for the brand, 
the level of growth or decline of the markets that the brand operates in, and the history of the market and the brand’s 
position within that market. If a brand is assessed to have a finite life, management will use judgement in determining 
the useful life of the brand and will consider the period over which expected cash flows will continue to be derived in 
making that decision. 

Note 2. Treasury Wine Estates’ demerger 
Effective from 9 May 2011 Treasury Wine Estates Limited (the Company) and its controlled entities (collectively referred 
to as the TWE Group) demerged from Foster’s Group, and the Company was listed as a separate standalone entity on 
the Australian Securities Exchange on 10 May 2011.
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Note 2. Treasury Wine Estates’ demerger (continued)
The demerger of the TWE Group required Foster’s Group to undertake an internal corporate restructure immediately 
prior to the demerger becoming effective. The internal corporate restructure resulted in several entities ceasing to be, 
and several entities becoming, subsidiaries of the Company immediately prior to the demerger. In addition, a number  
of assets and liabilities were transferred between the TWE Group and Foster’s Group. 

The TWE Group’s statutory financial information includes the results of those entities, assets and liabilities that ceased 
to be part of the TWE Group under the corporate restructure for the period from 1 July 2009 until immediately prior to 
the demerger, relating to certain non-wine activities and external borrowings that formed part of the TWE Group prior 
to the demerger, but were retained by Foster’s Group.

The TWE Group’s statutory financial information only includes the results of the entities, assets and liabilities that 
became part of the TWE Group under the corporate restructure for the period from 9 May 2011 to 30 June 2011, 
including the TWE Group’s current business in the EMEA region and certain activities in the ANZ region.

The TWE Group’s statutory financial information for the year ended 30 June 2011 and for the comparative year ended 
30 June 2010 present the TWE Group’s performance in compliance with statutory reporting obligations. However, as a 
result of the corporate restructure immediately prior to the demerger, the statutory financial information does not give  
a view of the performance of the TWE Group as it is currently structured. In addition, the TWE Group’s statutory financial 
results only reflect changes in operating and corporate costs associated with the TWE Group becoming a standalone 
consolidated entity from 9 May 2011. 

To assist shareholders and other stakeholders in their understanding of the TWE Group’s business as it is now structured, 
pro forma financial information for the years ended 30 June 2010 and 2011 is provided in the Review of Operations 
section of the Directors’ Report (and can also be found in the Company’s media release to the Australian Securities 
Exchange on 22 August 2011). In the preparation of the pro forma financial information, adjustments have been made  
to the TWE Group’s statutory results to present a view of performance as if the internal corporate restructure associated 
with the demerger had been effective from 1 July 2009. Additional adjustments have also been made in the presentation  
of pro forma financial information to reflect changes in costs associated with Treasury Wine Estates Limited becoming  
a standalone listed entity as if those costs had been incurred from 1 July 2009.

The pro forma adjustments referred to above have been made on a basis consistent with those contemplated on page 64 
of the Foster’s Group demerger Scheme Booklet. A reconciliation between the pro forma financial information and Treasury 
Wine Estates Limited’s statutory income statement is included within the Directors’ Report (and aforementioned media 
release). 

The reconciliations and the pro forma financial information will form part of the Directors’ Report. They have not been 
audited.

Note 3. Businesses acquired and disposed
As part of the activities undertaken by the TWE Group pursuant to the Demerger Agreement with Foster’s Group, 
certain assets, liabilities and legal entities have been acquired and divested by the TWE Group. Details of the legal 
entities acquired and disposed are included in note 34.

These transactions occurred while under the common control of Foster’s Group and for consolidation purposes have been 
accounted for as transactions between entities under common control by the TWE Group. No acquisition accounting in the 
form of a purchase price allocation was undertaken and therefore the assets and liabilities have not been remeasured  
to fair value nor has any goodwill arisen. Rather, the TWE Group has elected to account for business combinations under 
common control at carrying value and accordingly all assets and liabilities acquired by the TWE Group as a result of the 
demerger have been recognised at values consistent with the carrying value of those assets and liabilities in Foster’s 
Group’s accounts immediately prior to the demerger.

Demerger impact on tax balances
On 20 May 2011, the TWE Group entities in Australia left the Foster’s Group Australian tax consolidated group. The 
contribution amount under the tax sharing agreement was determined and paid by the exiting entities pursuant to the 
tax sharing agreement. Deeds of release were entered into and executed by the TWE Group entities pursuant to the tax 
sharing agreement. These deeds together with the contribution amount above should result in the exiting entities leaving 
the Foster’s Group Australian tax consolidated group clear from any further income tax liability relating to the period 
during which they were part of the group.

The Company intends to notify the ATO of its intention to elect to form a consolidated group for income tax purposes 
before 15 September 2011 with each of its wholly-owned Australian resident subsidiaries with effect from 21 May 2011. 
Under the current tax consolidation rules, the tax cost of assets brought into the income tax consolidated group by members 
that join the consolidated group is required to be reset under the tax cost setting process. Work performed to date is based 
on available information and estimates that the effect of the tax cost setting process will decrease the tax cost of depreciable 
assets which has resulted in an increase in deferred tax liabilities of approximately $2 million. It is possible that this 
estimate may vary when additional information becomes available.
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The Australian Federal Government has recently proposed amendments to Australian tax laws, to apply to demergers 
after 9 November 2010, which are intended to ensure the tax costs of the assets of the wholly-owned subsidiaries of a 
demerged entity are retained when they form a new income tax consolidated group. If these reforms are enacted, it is 
anticipated that the members that join the TWE income tax consolidated group subsequent to the demerger will inherit 
the cost bases of assets from the Foster’s Group income tax consolidated group, without the requirement to reset the tax 
cost under the tax cost setting process discussed above and as a result the $2 million impact on deferred tax liabilities 
may need to be reversed.

It is intended that the Australian members of the TWE Group will enter into a tax sharing agreement pursuant to which 
the subsidiaries may be required to contribute to the tax liabilities of the group in the event of default by the head entity  
or upon leaving the group. At 30 June 2011, the possibility of default by the head entity was remote.

Ongoing tax audits
The TWE Group is subject to ongoing tax audits by taxation authorities in several jurisdictions covering a variety  
of taxes. The TWE Group fully cooperates with these enquiries as and when they arise.

Management EBITS
The Chief Executive Officer assesses the financial performance of each segment by analysing the segment’s result on a 
measure of management EBITS.

Credit risk
TWE’s credit managers are responsible for the ongoing review and application of Accounts Receivable Credit Policy within 
the business. The credit quality of individual debtors is assessed prior to offering credit terms and monitored on a regular 
basis. Each customer is assigned a risk profile that reflects an assessment of the risk associated with supplying goods  
on credit. The profile is based upon the measurable risk indicators for dishonoured payments, adverse information  
and average days late together with the securities held in terms of credit applications and guarantees. 
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All prospective accounts are required to complete a credit application, and if from a non-listed entity a Director’s guarantee 
is required with minimal exceptions. Failure to provide a Director’s guarantee results in either no credit or a limited 
level of credit offered. Credit terms may be reduced or extended credit terms permitted for individual customers on  
the basis of risk. Past due accounts are subject to a number of collection activities which range from telephone contact, 
suspension of orders through to legal action.

TWE has total vineyard resources of around 11,015 hectares (2010: 12,463 hectares). These vineyards provide the TWE 
Group with access to some of Australia’s highest quality super premium fruit from regions such as the Barossa Valley  
in central South Australia, Coonawarra in south-eastern South Australia and the Hunter Valley in New South Wales. Other 
Australian vineyards are also located in the Clare Valley, Eden Valley, Great Western, Heathcote, Langhorne Creek, the 
Limestone Coast, McLaren Vale, Margaret River, Mornington Peninsula, Mudgee, Murray Valley, Padthaway, Robe, and 
the Yarra Valley. TWE also holds vineyards in North America (mainly Napa Valley and Sonoma County), Italy and New Zealand.

The geographic spread of the vineyard holdings not only provides TWE with a diversity of premium fruit styles, but also 
reduces viticultural risk.

Of the total land area under vine around 1,784 hectares (2010: 1,696 hectares) is under lease arrangements. The TWE 
Group also has around seven hectares (2010: seven hectares) of olive groves in the Tuscany region of Italy.

During the fiscal year, TWE Group’s owned and leased vineyards yielded 79,652 tonnes of grapes (2010: 116,636 tonnes). 
Northern Hemisphere harvest of vines normally occurs in September – October, with Southern hemisphere harvest 
around March – April.

Vines and grapes are measured at fair value, less estimated point-of-sale costs, with changes in fair value included in the 
statement of comprehensive income in the period in which it arises. The fair value of acquired vines is determined with 
reference to independent valuations of vineyards and the market price of purchased vines (rootlings). Subsequent movements 
in the fair value of vines is determined through operational reviews of the vineyard portfolio which identify, where applicable, 
any factors affecting the long term viability and value of the vines. The fair value of harvested grapes is determined with 
reference to the weighted district average of grape prices for each region for the current vintage. Annual prices for grapes 
will vary with the grade quality of grapes produced in each particular region.

The measurement basis for vines and grapes as prescribed by AASB 141 ‘Agriculture’ has resulted in a net loss before 
tax of $24.1 million (2010: loss before tax of $66.1 million) comprising a decrement in vines valuation of nil (2010: $46.9 
million loss) and loss on grape valuation of $24.1 million (2010: $19.2 million loss) being recognised. The loss on grape 
valuation includes the impact of the 2011 South East Australian climatic conditions.

Capital structure and financial risk management framework 
TWE’s centralised Treasury function is delegated operational responsibility by the TWE Board for the identification  
and management of the Company’s financial risks in accordance with the TWE Treasury Policy, which sets out the TWE

duties), organisational relationships, functions, delegated authority levels, management of foreign currency, interest  
rate and counterparty credit exposures, and the reporting of exposures. The TWE Treasury Policy is reviewed at  
least annually and approved by the TWE’s Board of Directors.

(b) Capital management
TWE Group’s objectives when managing capital are to safeguard its ability to continue as a going concern, to provide 
returns to shareholders and to provide benefits to other stakeholders. Management also aims to maintain an optimal 
capital and funding structure that optimises the cost of capital available to the TWE Group over the long term.

The key objectives include:

•	maintaining a credit profile and the requisite financial metrics that secure access to alternate funding sources with  
a spread of maturity dates and sufficient undrawn committed facility capacity; and

•	optimising over the long term, and to the extent practicable, the weighted average cost of capital to reduce the cost  
of capital to the TWE Group while maintaining financial flexibility.

In order to maximise the capital structure, management may alter the amount of dividends paid to shareholders, return 
capital to shareholders, issue new shares, vary discretionary capital expenditure, draw down additional debt or sell 
assets to reduce debt in line with the strategic objectives and operating plans of the TWE Group.
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Various financial ratios and internal targets are assessed and reported to the Board on a regular basis by management  
to monitor and support the key objectives set out above. These ratios and targets include:

•	An earnings to net interest expense ratio and a total net indebtedness to earnings before interest, tax, depreciation, 
amortisation and self-generating and regenerating assets ratio.

(c) Interest rate risk
The TWE Group’s approach to managing interest rate risk is to balance its exposure to fixed and floating interest rates 
in accordance with policies determined by the Board using approved derivative instruments and having regard to cash 
flow volatility and interest coverage.

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(e) Credit risk 
Credit risk arises from the financial assets of the TWE Group, which comprise cash and cash equivalents, trade and 
other receivables, derivative instruments (including financial guarantees). Credit risk for financial assets which have  
been recognised in the statement of financial position is generally the carrying amount, net of any provisions for doubtful 
debts. The maximum counterparty credit risk exposure at 30 June in respect of derivative financial instruments was  
$0.6 million (2010: $9.1 million) and in respect to cash investments was nil (2010: nil). 

The TWE Group’s counterparty credit risk management philosophy is to limit its loss from default by any one counterparty  
by dealing only with financial institution counterparties of good credit standing, setting maximum exposure limits for 
each counterparty, and taking a conservative approach to the calculation of counterparty credit limit usage.

TWE Treasury, in managing the TWE Group’s counterparty credit risk, will have regard to the credit opinions on 
counterparties from two reputable credit rating agencies, with counterparty credit limits set by reference to the lower  
of the two ratings.

(f) Fair values
The fair values of cash and cash equivalents and financial assets and financial liabilities in respect of 144a Bonds, bank 
loans and derivatives approximate their carrying value. There have been no reclassifications of financial assets from fair 
value to cost, or from cost or amortised cost to fair value during the year.

The fair values of derivative financial instruments used to hedge interest rate and foreign exchange risks are based upon 
market prices, or models using inputs observed from the market, where markets exist or have been determined by discounting 
the expected future cash flows by the current interest rate for financial assets and financial liabilities with similar risk 
profiles.

The valuation of derivative financial assets and liabilities detailed below reflects the estimated amounts which the TWE 
Group would be required to pay or receive to terminate the contracts (net of transaction costs) or replace the contracts 
at their current market rates at reporting date. This is based on internal valuations using standard valuation techniques.
